Rachael Lloyd — Mezzo-Soprano

Rachael launched her operatic career in 2005 singing the role of Shelley in Tangier
Tattoo with Glyndebourne on Tour. She has sung five seasons with Glyndebourne
Festival Opera and Glyndebourne on Tour and her repertoire for Glyndebourne
includes Die Zauberflote (Mozart), Pelleas et Melisande (Debussy), Jenufa (Janacek) and
Giulio Cesare (Handel). Rachael understudied the roles of Orlofsky in Strauss II's Die
Fledermaus (Glyndebourne Festival Opera 2006) and more recently the role of Ottavia
in Monteverdi’s L’incoronazione Di Poppea (Glyndebourne Festival Opera 2008).

In 2007, Rachael understudied both the role of Suzuki in Raymond Gubbay’s production
of Puccini’s Madam Butterfly, and the role of Sara in Buxton Festival Opera’s
production of Donizetti’s Roberto Devereux. During the same season at Buxton Festival
Opera, Rachael performed the role of Blanche in Offenbach’s Bluebeard.

In addition to her repertoire of operatic roles, Rachael has performed as a soloist for
numerous oratorio works including Verdi’'s Requiem, Bach's Christmas Oratorio and
Mass in B minor, Pergolesi's Stabat Mater, Handel's Messiah and Judus Maccabaeus,
Rossini's Petit Messe Solonelle, and Britten's Rejoice in the Lamb.

She sang the Mezzo-soprano solos in the premiere of Karl Jenkins’ The Armed Man — A
Mass for Peace in the Royal Albert Hall in 2000 and made her BBC Proms debut in
2002 singing the role of the Queen in Mendelssohn’s Elijah, conducted by Kurt Masur.

As a recitalist, Rachael was recently invited to give a recital at the Lille Opera House,
France, where she performed Schumann’s Frauenliebe und Leben and Elgar’s Sea
Pictures. Rachael features on a recording of works by Claudio Monteverdi, Giulio
Caccini and John Dowland with La Nuova Musica.

Rachael trained at the Guildhall School of Music and Drama in London where she was
awarded a scholarship to study singing with Jane Highfield and Rudolph Piernay.
Following her graduation, Rachael continued her singing with Philip Doghan.
